Social Skills and Leadership Program 

Recently, 12 Year 7 students participated in a series of three 
workshops focused on community building, group skills and 
conflict resolution skills. Students explored skills which 
support communicating in a more effective, cooperative and 
non-violent manner. The leadership qualities and self esteem 
of the participants were strengthened as a consequence of 
involvement in the program. The course was facilitated by 
Cathy Faulks, a trainer from outside the school. Also present 
for the program was the school counsellor, Linh Nguyen and 
Assistant Principal of the behaviour team for the Fairfield 
region, Kelly Westlake. Ms Westlake came to the school to 
present participation awards for each of the participants. 
Congratulations to all those involved. From all accounts it 
was a successful program that has unearthed a number of 
potential future leaders of our school student body. 
  
It is a small group activity-based program that focuses on 
community building, group skills and conflict resolution 
skills. The program involves eight to ten students and is 
facilitated by specialist visiting teachers and the school 
counsellor. 
 
The key focus areas are: 
Affirmation  Co-operation 
Communication  Conflict resolution 

 
The program will be run over three full school days, which 
will be staggered to minimise impact on students' 
educational programs.

Week 1 Term 2 Tuesday 29 April         in the Library 
 
Upon completion of the program, the students will receive a 
certificate to include in their portfolios. Successful 
completion of the program is dependent on active 
participation within the program.

New SMS Attendance System 
 
The new SMS Attendance System is up and running and will 
be used to contact parents for student absences and lateness.  
Parents will still be able to reply to SMS’s, ring or write to 
explain absences/lateness. 
 
Changes 
 
The biggest change with our new SMS System is that the 
previous SMS Mobile Number will no longer exist.  It is 
important that when receiving an SMS you simply reply to 
the message sent, on the day you receive it.  You will notice 
that the number will change with each SMS message 
received so please do not store any of these numbers! 
 
Types of Messages 
 
There are 3 types of SMS Messages.  These Messages will be 
both one way and “two way” type messages.  A “One Way” 
message does not require a reply whilst a “Two Way” 
message will allow you to reply to your received message via 
SMS. 
 
Messages will be sent for the following circumstances: 
·  Whole day absences (two way message) 
·  Late arrival to school (two way message) 
·  Early Leaver.  Notes for students who wish to leave 

school early due to medical appointments etc.  must 
have their notes signed by a Deputy Principal who will 
issue your child with an Early Leavers Pass (one way 
message – no reply required) 

 
Replying to Messages 
 
On replying to messages kindly ensure you include the 
following: 
·  Your child’s full name.  No abbreviations or preferred 

names please. 
·  Roll Call Class and Year 
·  Reason for absence 
 
In order to maintain an accurate system, the school needs to 
ensure that it has correct and verified mobile phone contact 
numbers.  Parents are asked to keep the school promptly 
informed of any changes to phone numbers.
