From the Deputy Principal  
Our building project appears to be nearing completion.  
The base for the car park is completed, the driveway 
and internal road will be poured today (weather 
permitting) and the landscaping completed within a 
week. The car park has huge flood lighting, and a gate 
will be constructed to help control vehicle access out of 
hours.  The industrial waste bin will be moved from the 
street to the old location near the gymnasium.  
 
Assuming that everything goes according to plan, there 
will be a meeting on Monday 10 March to inspect the 
construction, and the car park and life will be officially 
handed over to the school.  The perimeter fences will 
be removed on the 11 March, and we will finally be 
able to park inside the school grounds as of Wednesday 
12 March.  Weather permitting! 
 
There are approximately 65 car spaces being made 
available in the front of the school.  There will be two 
designated disabled parking spaces immediately 
outside the physiotherapy rooms.  There are other 
designated disabled parking spaces located in the new 
car park.  Delivery vehicles will be able to drive into 
the school and reverse into the loading dock, which 
will be much appreciated by all of the companies that 
service the school, and particularly by the long-
suffering canteen staff.  
 
The school bus depot will be located on the gymnasium 
side of the new car park and will allow the buses to be 
securely parked on site and away from student 
movement.  When this is completed, a gate will be 
erected to control the flow of traffic on the internal 
roads, restricting vehicle access to a point near the 
boys change rooms.  There will be no parking allowed 
anywhere inside the school except in a designated 
parking space.  
 
The building project for Westfields Sports has been an 
almost continuous one since the destruction of the 
gymnasium by fire in 1999.  We have seen massive 
changes and huge disruption to everyone connected 
with the school.  In the end, it will be a great relief to 
“reclaim” our school and get on with our core task – 
education.

SMS  - Communicating by Text Message. 
Benefiting You and Your Child

You have the right to know that your child is safe 
If your child has not arrived at school, you need to 
know immediately.

Regular attendance is a key factor in school success. If 
your child shows any sign of poor attendance, SMS text 
messaging will immediately inform you that a problem 
may exist, allowing swift intervention.

Westfields Sports is taking important steps to benefit 
your child. This is a shared responsibility, and parents 
must also help the school. 
 
Keep your mobile phone details up to date 
Make sure the school has your current mobile phone 
number, and notify the school immediately if this 
number changes. 
 
Notify the school in advance when your child is 
absent 
If you notify the school as soon as you know your child 
will be absent, the school will know your child is safe, 
and will not need to contact you. An SMS text message 
sent to the school is the best way to do this. 
 
Respond to messages from the school 
If you receive an absence message from the school, 
please respond via return SMS. The school needs to 
know why your child is absent.

Details of low-cost phone plans ideal for parents who 
want to benefit from the new system are available from 
mobile phone providers. The school will maintain its 

existing contact methods for parents who do not have 
mobile phones.
