
From the Principal 
 
 
 
Our value added data for the 2007 SC and HSC has recently arrived and the results 
were outstanding. The HSC data looks at how much value we have added to the 
students since their SC in 2005. For each of the three groups, the lower, middle and 
top performing students from the SC the amount of value added was above state 
average. In fact it placed us in the top 20 percent of all schools from across the state. 
For the SC, the data looks at how much value we have added since the students sat for 
the basic skills test in Year 5. English results were above state average and Maths 
were in the top 20 percent of schools from across the state. 
 
Year 12 students who are only completing 10 units for the HSC are allowed to arrive 
late and leave early when that timetabled subject line is at the beginning or end of the 
day. They will be supplied with an early leave pass which enables them to sign out of 
school early. However, when that subject line is in the middle of the day, those senior 
students are to be studying in the library. Teachers have been timetabled to supervise 
Year 12 to ensure that they take advantage of this time and study effectively. 
 
Invoices for outstanding subject fees, sport fees and school contributions are currently 
being printed and will be mailed out next week. As I mentioned last week, it is vital 
that any outstanding fees and charges be paid immediately so that we can continue to 
provide the facilities and resources that are essential for a quality education. If there 
are extenuating circumstances, I would ask parents to contact me so that we can 
arrange for these contributions to be paid off in instalments throughout the year. 
 
A reminder that our first Parents and Citizens Meeting for the year is on Wednesday 
27 February at 7.00 pm in the Administration Block. All parents, but especially our 
new Year 7 parents are invited to come along and support our school. 
 
Unfortunately, rain has delayed progress on our new car park which has added to the 
parking and drop off problems at the front of the school. This is frustrating but does 
not justify illegal driving and parking practices. I need to stress how important it is 
for parents to obey all road and traffic rules when they are picking up and dropping 
off their sons and daughters. Not only are some of the current practices dangerous, 
they are also likely to result in an infringement notice being issued. 
 
Finally, good luck to all those students who have already been selected in either 
Sydney South West or NSW CHS sporting representative teams and good luck to all 
our swimmers for next weeks school swimming carnival.

Despite some 
gloomy weather the group were involved in a number 
of hands-on activities including: constructing 
transects, measuring and collecting data from the field, 
and quadrant analysis of crab homes and mangrove 
seedling growth.  A GIS computer activity provided 
students with an historical look at past land use.

P.E. Uniform 

A few points to remind students at the start of the new 
school year about PE uniform: 

·  Full school PE uniform is to be brought for 
PE lessons and Sport. 

·  Sport uniform should not be worn to school 
and students will change into school uniform 
at the end of all PE/Sport lessons. 

·  It is important that a name tag is placed in 
each item of uniform in order for students to 
identify their own clothing.  

·  With footwear, it is important to bring 
recognised training shoes that are sturdy and 
suitable for indoor and outdoor wear. It has 
been noticed that ‘slip on’ gymnastic type 
footwear has become popular. These are 
definitely not suitable for physical activity. 

·  If a student is unable to fully participate in 
physical activity for some reason, a parental 
note should be brought as well as their PE 
uniform. The note should indicate to the 
teacher the nature of the problem and a 
decision will then be made by the person in 
charge how much of the planned lesson the 
student can take part in.  

·  If PE uniform is not available for a lesson, 
alternative clothing should be brought 
together with a note from a parent/guardian 
explaining the reason.  

·  Students who do not bring PE uniform will be 
given a written task that is suited to the 
practical lesson content.
