
From the Principal 
 
Our HSC students are well underway with their exams now, and whilst many of these young adults 
are feeling the pressure, it is pleasing to see that by far the majority of them are handling this stage 
in their lives well. Like most things in life, “you get out what you put in” and the students who 
worked hard for Year 11 and Year 12 should do well. There is a message here for each of our Year 
9 and Year 10 students, who should be starting to think of what is required to prepare for their own 
HSC. 
 
With the handover of our new Block M, the Social Science Block, we have made significant 
progress towards the completion of our building refurbishment. The teachers and students have 
expressed their satisfaction with the building and it is now fully operational, including two multi-
media rooms. At the same time as the block was completed, the last of our demountables were 
removed, following a temporary stay of well over twenty-five years. We now no longer have any 
demountables on site. 
 
The removal of the demountables has now resulted in the construction of a new car park and road 
system in the school. For the next seven weeks, the construction company will be demolishing the 
existing car park facilities and constructing new ones. When finished, there will be designated 
parking for more than sixty cars in the front of the school and more than forty cars at the rear of 
the school. Until this work is complete, there will be no vehicle access into the front of the school. 
Although this has caused major disruptions to everyone, students, staff and community, it will be 
worth it in the end.  
 
Special thanks to Joanne Kenny, Wayne Lambkin, Tony Wignall and Greg Boulous for leading 
such a successful Rugby League tour of New Zealand during the last holidays. The whole tour 
party brought much credit to the school with their outstanding successes, both on and off the field. 
These tours are a wonderful experience for all concerned, even though they take a great deal of 
effort to be organised and managed. Our netballers are about to depart for New Zealand, and our 
Dance program will head to the United States. Basketballers will contest the nationals towards the 
end of the year.  
 
During the last holidays, our school received a COLA, a covered outdoor learning area, which 
covers about one third of the quadrangle in a permanent covered shade and rain shelter. This is a 
wonderful addition to the school facilities, and it is already proving very popular with the students 
and teachers as a place to escape our extreme weather. This is particularly useful as we approach 
the heat of summer. Our thanks go to the P&C and the SRC for their wonderful efforts in raising 
funds towards this structure, and to Mrs Wilson for her efforts in supporting the project.  
 
There has been much work done in the grounds of the school to improve the gardens. Special 
thanks go to our gardener Ross O’Donnell, who has worked very hard to install timber railings 
and new gardens. The work being done is improving the facilities for all those involved in the 
school, and the SRC has made a significant contribution to the beautification. Many thanks go to 
Mr Rogers for his ongoing support of the SRC and its landscaping plans.  
 
With Term Four well underway, we are rapidly approaching Rollover, and parents are asked to 
complete the payment of outstanding fees and the return of textbooks before the end of Week 6. The 
process is a long one, and the earlier we start, the easier it will be on both the students and the 
staff.

With the HSC well underway it is time for all students, 
especially those in Years 10 and 11, to consider their 
pathway to this important exam. One important point 
to consider is the role that school assessments play in 
determining your final HSC mark. 
 

In normal circumstances, these assessments count for 
half of the student’s final mark, but in special 
circumstances such as illness or accident which affect 
exam performance or even prevent attendance, the 
assessed mark can become the final HSC mark. 
 

There is another point to consider. For the past couple 
of decades, universities have depended completely on a 
student’s UAI to determine whether or not they can 
enter a particular university course. Recently, several 
have started to seek information about the student’s 
aptitude for a particular course, and this becomes an 
important part of the selection process. Assessed marks 
from a school play an important part as evidence of 
aptitude. 
 

What this all means is, if you are becoming a Year 12 
student this term, you must involve yourself to the best 
of your ability in all of the assessment tasks, right from 
the very start.
